fueling, etc). The Town is continuing a policy of being proactive, rather than reactive, to illicit
discharges.

The Town continues to find very few, if any, illicit discharges during inspections. It is assumed that
a combination of education, monitoring, and a proactive stance (expression of expectations to
construction personnel, e.g.) has helped to minimize illicit discharges through either human error or
the failure of a system component.
